Pope Shield History
Mr Wilfred Pope married twice, he was married to his first wife in 1922 two years
before the Pope Shield was donated. The Pope Shield was for competition among
hockey association representative Women’s teams from the Marlborough, Nelson,

who had a car service business, with a view to establish a women’s representative
hockey trophy along the lines of the rugby Seddon Shield. Mr Pope had five

children from his first marriage none of them played hockey. For several years, his
cars were hired to transport the Pope Shield hockey teams to away matches. Mr
Pope rounded up his car business in 1931 and moved to Blenheim. Where he
married his second wife and had 6 children. Only one child ‘Graham’ played hockey
for College and then played for the Wairau B Hockey Club. Wilfred has two
surviving children, Margaret Marfell and Graham Pope.
